► Coalition 27 advocates and encourages public participation in the Republic of 

Serbia’s accession negotiations with the European Union and proposes 

solutions that will contribute to the protection and improvement of the 

environment and the quality of life of citizens.



How was Coalition 27 formed?

2013 — Petition for formation of Ministry of Environmental Protection

2014 — Coalition 27 was formed by 8 founding organizatons, supported by 

Heinrich Boell Foundation

From 2022 — Coalition has 8 member organizations
